Welcome back after half term, we hope you all had a lovely week and are excited to be back!

Stay and Play - Monday 19" November

in the building and ensure all doors are secured once you have left.

If you can’t make it to this session, please don’t worry as we will be doing some other Stay and Play
sessions throughout the year, future dates will be Tuesday 28" January, Thursday 20" March and
Friday 9" May.

School starters 2025

We are so pleased to hear from many of our school starters for next year that they have been enjoying
going to visit various local schools. We hope those families have had positive experiences and we
would please ask that once you have applied for your child’s place that you let us know, via email or
message, which schools you have applied for please. This is just so that we are aware of possible
school allocations, and we can start to get organised for when the time comes for the children to
transition by making contact with relevant schools.

Please note the deadline for applying for a school place for next September is Wednesday 15" January
2025 although we would suggest that you get the application completed as soon as you have made a
decision on your choices. We look forward to hearing from those families this relates to. If you have
any worries, concerns or problems applying for a school place please let us know as soon as possible
so that we can discuss this with you in plenty of time before the deadline.

Christmas Plans

We are all getting very excited as we finalise our plans for Christmas.

We are planning on performing a short nativity with some songs in the church on Friday 13
December at approximately 12pm. All children will be invited for that whole morning, so if your child
doesn’t usually attend on a Friday, you are invited to bring them along at 9.30am so they can join in
the fun.

We will be having a party snack on the same day (taking into account all dietary needs).
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The church doors will open at approximately 11.50am but will then be closed at 12pm in order to
maintain safety for our children. There will be no restrictions on numbers of people attending this
service so we look forward to seeing our families coming to watch.

As we have some very young children and some children who may find it challenging to be on the
stage, we want the church to be a safe space, so all doors will be closed and we will be letting those
children who need to have a little walk around, do so whilst we do our best to keep as many children
on the stage as possible!

We won’t know until the day of the nativity who is going to be wearing which costume as the children
will be deciding that for themselves on the day. Equally, if they don’t wish to wear a costume, that is
fine too.
